the Postojna Caves, a picturesque subterranean world of thousands of caves, halls, abysses, pillars and
disappearing rivers and is listed amdhg largest cave systems in the world.

Day 5 Pula, Croatia UNESCO World Heritage Town (B,L,D)

Pula is famed for its Roman antiquities, most notable is the beautifully preserved Amphitheatre, not far
from theMonet Built in the first century BC, it is the sixiargest such arena in the world, with space

for 22,000 spectators. Other sights in this World Heritage town include the Hercules Gate, Temple of
Augustus and Temple of Jupiter. Nearby is a vibrant market, full of interesting shops, fresh flowers and
handicrafts.

Included shore excursion — Pula

Ourlocal guide walks with us to the ancient and wekserved 1st century Roman Amphitheaind
introduceausto the Roman Era in Pula through the many sights along the way. Witness the Temple of
Augustus, the Sergians Triumphal Arch, and the Gate ofHeecs . The 15t h century
Cathedral was built on the remains of a 5th century Roman Temple and beside it stands a 17th century
bell tower madef stones from the Amphitheatre.

Day 6 Rab (B,L,D)
One of the greenest islands in the Adriatic and dohbane of the most magical, Rab Island is covered
with pine forests anis shores boadteautiful sandy beaches. Rab Tolas many ancierstone walls
and is full of medieval buildings built during the" &¢entury Venetian rule. Enjoy a stroll along the
cobblestone streets of this charming village.

Included shore excursion — Waking tour of Rab

The tranquil island of Rab has a long history. In 10 BC the town of Rab was mentioned in Roman
documents and wadeclared an independamiunicipium by the Emperor Octavian Augustus . The

town earned the designationfelix (Happy) and was a most civilized city with running water, baths,
temples and its own Theatre. During our walk, we will see some importantnmeorsi such as the
12"century Romanesque style Church of St.aMary a
fine complex of buildings built between the™and 18" centuries and is dominated by a high

rectangular tower with beautiful Venetian B and Renaissance windows.

Day 7 Sailing Kornati Archipelago & Krka National Park (B,L,D)

The watery labrynth of the Kornati Archipelago comprises the 130 Kornati Islands with islets and reefs
sprinkled in the deep blue sea of the Adriatic. Kleenati have no permanent inhabitants, although the
present owners from nearby larger Dalmatian islands periodically visit Kornati to tend their vineyards
and olive groveand bring theisheep to grazénterestingly, he islands have no spring water,yonl
rainwater collected in water holes. The unique feature of the islands lies in their rugged shores with
many cavescovesand thechalk limestonéandscape&overed with bushes of rosemary, juniper,

lavender, thyme, myrtle and sa@ur cruise ends &ibenik, where the narrow streets encourage

leisurely strolls.

Included shore excursion - City Walk and Tour to Krka Waterfalls Park

Day 9 Ploce, Croatia and Mostar, Herzegovina (B,L,D)

Ploce was built after World War Il as the main port for access to Bétsrizegovina. Today weavel
overland tovisit Mostar, situated in a beautiful valley nestled within the high mountains of

Herzegovina. Here, in 1565, during the Ottoman Empire, the great architect Mimar Hajrudin succeeded
with the impossible mission to cross the Neretva river. He did it wsthgle span stone bridge, known
today, simply, as the Old Bridge.

Included shore excursion — Mostar, premier town of Bosnia Herzegovina

The deeply ingé@ind irregularly shaped fjord,
surroundd by towering mountaingrovides a contrast of colours, azure waters, green vegetation at sea
level and stark, rocky cliffs overhead. Historic sites and medieval fortifications within the town of Kotor
have been remarkably restored from a devastatingoeake 25 years ago.

Included shore excursion - Full Day Excursion to Kotor & Boka Kotarska

In Montenegro wevisit the beautiful Boka Kotorska. With its stark rocky cliffs rising above the green
landscape and the blue sea, this deeply indentedragdlarly shaped fjord is one of the most

impressive features of the Adriatic coast. We also enjoy a tour of Kotor, goneskrved medieval

town with many valuable and historic structures. On our stroll through the town's narrow streets and
attractivesquares we will see a wonderful collection of medieval houses, palaces and churches. We
continue on to the old medieval walls which surround the town and in some places reach 20 metres in
height. Enjoy lunch in a local restaurant.
